BY‑LAWS 


November, 2016
ARTICLE I.
Name 

Section 1.
The name of this club shall be "Brule River Riders Snowmobile Club". 

Article II.
Objectives 

The objectives of this club shall be: 

Section 1.
To serve the interest of snowmobilers in matters of legislation and regulations. 

Section 2.
To encourage activities that will promote the sport and industry of recreational snowmobiling.

Section 3.  
To develop an understanding of the issues affecting snowmobiling and to communicate information so that the image of snowmobiling will be enhanced.  This effort should include, but not be limited to, educational programs, landowner regulations, legislative review, trail development, grooming, maintenance and safety. 

ARTICLE III.
Membership and Dues 

Section 1.
Membership in the club shall be open to any individual or family. (Family is defined as an adult and children under the age of 18 years or children still in high school.)

Section 3.
Membership is upon payment of required dues.   

Section 4.
A member may resign from the club at any time and the club dues are not refundable. 

Section 5.
The club may terminate membership for nonpayment of dues.  Such termination does not release the member from obligation incurred as a member.  The club, , may also vote to terminate membership for actions detrimental to the club. 

Section  6.
The amount of the dues shall be set by the board of Directors.  (See attached Guidelines)
Section 7.
A Membership Chairman shall be appointed by the President and shall keep a roster of all members, receive applications for memberships and forward memberships to the AWSC.
ARTICLE IV.
Election of Officers 

Section 1.
The officers of the club shall consist of: 


a.  President 


b.  Vice President 


c.  Secretary 


d.  Treasurer 


e.    Any person may hold multiple officer positions however one person may not be both President and Vice President.
Section 2.
Election of the officers will be by ballot.  If, on any ballot, none of the nominees earn a simple majority of the votes cast, the candidate receiving the lowest number of votes will be dropped from the ballot, and the voting will continue until a nominee earns a majority.  Nominations will open at the first February meeting, with elections at the first March meeting. 

Section 3.
Newly elected officers will assume office at the first April meeting. 

ARTICLE V.
Duties of Officers 

Section 1.
The President shall preside at all meetings of the club and of it's Board of Directors, and shall appoint such Committees as authorized by the Board of Directors, shall be a member ex‑officio of all Committees and shall carry on those other responsibilities assigned to him by the By‑Laws or the Board of Directors. 

Section 2.
The Vice President, during the absence or temporary incapacity of the President, shall perform the duties and have the powers of the President.  

Section 3.
The Secretary shall keep all of the club's records, including minutes of meetings, , lists of committees, and discharge all of the usual secretarial functions of the office required by the By‑Laws, the Board of Directors or membership.

Section 4.
The Treasurer shall keep the account of the club and have charge of its funds.  The treasurer shall keep all of the club's funds in an approved bank and in the name of the club, subject to withdrawal by checks signed by one of the following:  Treasurer, President or Vice-President.  The Treasurer shall disburse the funds of the club under the direction of the Board of Directors.  A report shall be prepared for each club regular meeting.
Section 4.
Officers shall have voting privileges. 

ARTICLE VI.
Board of Directors 

Section 1.
The Board of Directors shall consist of the current officers, and the immediate past officers. 

ARTICLE VII.
Fiscal Year 

Section 1.
The fiscal year will run from January 1 to December 31 for tax purposes.  The trail maintenance year shall run from July 1 to June 30.
Section 2.
Reimbursement issues shall be brought up at the regular meetings and voted upon. 

ARTICLE VIII.
Meetings 

Section 1.
Robert's Rules of Order will prevail at all meetings. 

Section 2.
Annual meeting of the club shall be held in May; the date is to be set by the Board of Directors. 

Section 3.
Regular meetings of the club shall be held monthly on the first Thursday, with the time and place to be decided by the Board of Directors. 

Section 4.
Special meetings of the club may be called by the President. 

Section 5.
A majority of members present, plus one officer to run the meeting, shall constitute a quorum.
Section 6. 
The officers will outline and plan the activities of the club.  They may call upon any assistance they feel desirable from University Extension, County Forester's Office, Department of Natural Resources, Park Department, or others. 

ARTICLE IX.
Committees 

Section 1.
Committees may be appointed by the President when authorized by the club or the Board of Directors. 

ARTICLE X.
Amendments 

Section 1.
The By‑Laws may be amended at any regular meeting by a two‑thirds (2/3) majority of the members present after having been read at the previous meeting and posted on the club website prior to the meeting. 
Section 2.
The Guidelines may be amended at any regular meeting.

Guidelines
1. The amount of dues per individual or family membership shall be $20.00.


2. Additional regular meetings shall also be held on the third Thursday of the following months as needed to run business:  September, October, November, December, January, February and March.


3. Landowners’ Appreciation Dinner:  shall be held on the third Thursday of April, inviting all landowner’s whose property we cross with our trails.  The club shall pay for their meals.  The location of the dinner to rotate amongst area restaurants.

4. Members who wish to attend the AWSC Annual Meeting (spring) or the AWSC Fall Workshop will state at a meeting their intention to attend.  The club will pay for their registration and banquet at the function.    Lodging reimbursement will be paid to the member upon receipt of bill, as monies allow.
5. All memberships expire on August 31st of each year.
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
