· Trail #6 Bridge – The bids are in, Olson Brothers got the bid, contract was signed, culvert has been ordered and are just waiting to get culvert to start (about 4 weeks).  Reminder, we have to pay for the work upfront (about $50,000) and we will get reimbursed.
Mark Schroeder was able to redesignate $6000 for this bridge project.

· Priem's Bridge – funding was approved and waiting for the permits to place the culvert.

· Bennett Road – Bruce Bergsten contacted town chair.  We are on the agenda for the next town board meeting to explain what we want: the roads need to be signed for us to use the Bennett Road from the rail road tracks to Wild Rivers Trail.  Bruce Bergsten cannot be there.  Al Makela reported that Eric Shaffer is planning to be there.

· Brule River State Forest contact signed and just waiting for purchase order to do work.

· Trail 27 re-route – Al Makela has started the dozing.

· 18th Street re-route should be open this year.  Details are being worked out and the trail through the pit should be ready to go by winter.

· Blueberry Trail – Grube's have not been doing much work in there, as the area is so wet.  Discussion about assisting to get the road/landing froze down for Grube's to get their trucks in.
